III. Administrative 
A. News
1. Vets in Haiti
a) Haitian gov agreed to work and save animals
b) AVMA working with several other animal orgs to save livestock (<--foundation of economy)
2. Genetic scientists explore how centuries of breeding have altered dogs' DNA
a) Researchers analyzed the full set of genes of 10 breeds to locate the most-differentiated regions of their genes
b) Most genetically distinct breeds were the German shepherd, Shar-Pei, beagle and greyhound
c) HAS2, which causes deep wrinkling in the skin of the Shar-Pei
d)  HAS2 mutations in humans = skin condition called cutaneous mucinosis. 
e)  Rare disease affects mostly young people and involves skin lesions and inflammation
B. Medical Presentations
1. Mastitis-Sara
a) Inflammation of the breast/utter tissue in cattle, not cleaning utter  before milking
b) Potentially fatal
c) How- 
(1) Highest incidence shortly after calving (gestation period 9 months)

(2) WBC (leukcocytes) are released into the mammary gland of the utter in response to bacteria that have invaded the teat 

d) Symptoms- swelling, heat, redness, abnormal milk production (watery, flakey, pus, clots)
e) Etiological agents-Staph aureus/epidermidis, mycoplasma, E coli many more
f) Treatment- 
(1) AB either by injection or forced into the teat

(2)  long acting, cannot  sell milk <--- huge problem in dairy industry $2 billion loss every year

g) Prevention-
(1) Proper cleaning of teat and milk machine 

(2) Dip teat in iodine after milking
